| am interested in serving on the Arts Commission because a thriving,
vibrant arts community makes our city more livable, inviting, and
interesting. While | am a relatively new resident in Boulder, my family has
decades long ties to the City and we have had a place between Boulder
and Nederland for many years. | have long enjoyed the evolving vibrant
arts scene here - it was no surprise to me when Boulder was named one of
the top 10 medium-sized arts communities in the US - the thriving arts
scene is one of the reasons we chose to relocate to the downtown area of
the city. As a fiber artist and arts supporter and enthusiast, | believe art
can connect us more deeply to place and to those with whom we share it.
Finding more and new ways to support our local art community and to
engage our neighbors in the arts, especially with the new resources
generated by the 2023 ballot measure, gives us a terrific opportunity to
enhance community well-being, connect us more deeply to the place we
live, and bring more joy and fun to our city.

This is an exciting time in the life of Boulder to engage more deeply in ways
to support and grow the arts here. | am very interested in finding ways to
make a significant contribution the development of the Boulder Arts
Blueprint and how it is woven into the Boulder Valley comprehensive
planning effort, and | think | have relevant experience and perspective to
offer to these efforts. As a result of extensive service experiences on
Boards and a Town Commission in the past, | understand the role
volunteers have in such a position, and | am excited about the opportunity
to contribute to the Boulder community in this capacity. The kinds of skills |
would bring to the role of Commissioner stem from my long career as a
scientist and professor, my service on many local, regional and national
Boards, and my experience on the Town of Berthoud CO Planning
Commission and as Chair of the Committee that oversaw the work of
gathering public input and drafting the refreshed Town Comprehensive
Plan. Beyond these experiences, | am very interested in developing new
connections with both artists and arts organizations in Boulder and | am
very excited learning more about the arts community in the city.

| have not had previous experience with the Commission other than
viewing some of the videos of past meetings, and reading the materials
available on the City website about the Commission and its portfolio. Since
moving to Boulder | have started making connections with local arts
organizations and would welcome the experience of being a liaison with
artists and arts organizations. Through the background research | have
done to learn more about the commission and the planning processes
underway, it is my understanding that experience/expertise related to
community engagement, using data in decision making, ensuring access to
the arts across many dimensions of diversity, and responsible governance,
assessment and oversite of publicly funded programs are particularly
relevant in work of the Commission in the coming years. | believe many of
the skills | developed and experiences | have had resonate well with the
principles of the Blueprint and the work of the Arts Commission.

In my work as a scientist, | wrote grants to fund my research and oversaw
the work of staff who implemented programs related to the grants. | have
extensive experience in program development, assessment, and reporting,
and | have served on scores of grant review panels at local, regional and
national levels. | also have created programs to engage minority and
marginalized groups in science and STEAM (Science, Technology,
Engineering, ARTS, and Mathematics) programs. Some of the particular
skills and experiences | have that seem timely as Boulder works on its new
Arts Blueprint and comprehensive plan include strategic thinking and
planning, developing milestones and formative and summative tools to
assess progress toward meeting programmatic goals, leading community
input discussions as part of a planning process, and building community
and nurturing partnerships. In my role as a university administrator, | also
gained experience in conflict mediation, budgeting, and implementing
diversity initiatives. | hope that these skills and experiences would add
some helpful perspectives to the work of the Commission arts and culture
staff.

I might also add a new dimension of diversity to the Commission. One of
the fastest growing segments of the population in Boulder is senior citizens,
and engagement and arts and cultural programs can have a truly positive
influence on the overall quality of life for older residents in our community. |
would hope that | could, as appropriate, offer a perspective that considers
the concerns and priorities of older residents in the work of developing the
emerging Arts Blueprint and in the work of the Office of Arts and Culture
staff and Arts Commission.

| joined the Arts Commission, as a replacement in an open seat, four years
ago. | have actively served on the Arts Commission since then, and am
currently the Chair. | believe that | am well situated to assist the
Commission and the arts community as we navigate this "bridge year" in
funding and while the Boulder Arts Blueprint and the Boulder
Comprehensive Plan are finalized. Plus, | truly, truly enjoy supporting
artists and arts organizations in Boulder. Our arts community is so diverse!

| have served as a Regional Contact for Burning Man in Boulder since
2015. In this position, | support year-round community for artists and
makers, while serving as an ambassador to the City of Boulder. | help
support funding for the arts through our umbrella organizations, Art in
Community, Inc. and the Denver Regional Fund, Inc. (both 501c3s). These
organizations both provide art grants to local creatives. | also serve as a
conflict mediator for the Burning Man community and was a creator of the
Temple of Tranquility. This project was funded in part by the Boulder Arts
Commission and served as a focal point for healing following the tragic
events and community wounds of 2021. Experiencing the funding process
from both sides has been very helpful in my work as a Commissioner.

| also serve as an arts attorney within my legal practice, Creative Legal,
LLC. | represent artists of all disciplines, plus events, galleries,
manufacturers and consultants. | spend most of my professional and free
time supporting the arts in Boulder. Prior to joining the Arts Commission, |
served as a Director for the Boulder Fringe Festival and the Boulder
Chamber Orchestra. | was a founding member of the Phoenix Asylum work
space.

| have served on the Arts Commission since 2021 and as the Chair since
2023. | am involved locally as a patron of the arts, and | also have
spearheaded a project that received Arts Commission funding (The Temple
of Tranquility).



3. If appointed, what do you hope to
achieve through your service on this
board/commission??

1) I hope to provide continuity and energy as the Commission undergoes
change in the next few years. We will be incorporating 2A tax dollars into
our budget, managing a bridge year in which general operating funds have
been extended to recipients for 2025, and both the Boulder Arts Blueprint
and Boulder Comprehensive Plan are being revised and adopted. This is a
complex period for the Arts + Culture office, and | bring experience and an
understanding of the context.

2) | do not have an expectation one way or another that | will serve as the
Chair again. But, for any role | take, | provide a measured, calm and logical
approach that balances the interests of the City in preserving process and
the rights of citizens to address the Commission using their First
Amendment rights. The past year or so has been difficult for the
Commission to navigate, with specific arts organizations being targeted in
the granting process and serious allegations being expressed. | believe that
my leadership has helped to keep us moving forward with civility. | expect
that | would continue to add this perspective, whether Chair or not. | would
like to continue to support open dialogue regarding these concerns while
respecting the scope of work of the Commission.

3) We are entering the first year in which we will use a committee to score
grant applications. This process is a result of consultant recommendations
and best practices in other leading art communities. And, | believe it will
also help address some of the issues that created conflict in the past year. |
look forward to participating in the process as a non-voting observer and
helping to refine the guidelines and rubric used by the committee.

4) Because a lot of the work of the Commission is being completed by the
grants committee, there is more time for the Commissioners to improve
trust in the community and work toward addressing the concerns that have
been raised in the past year. For example, at the January 29, 2025
meeting, the Commissioners agreed to develop five different working
committees that target specific goals. | am really excited about the ability to
create more resources for artists and organizations.

5) (Phew, there is so much to do and look forward to!) Another side effect
of creating a grants committee is that there will be more time to serve as
the general eyes and ears for the Commission out in the community. | will
have more time to meet with my liaison organizations (recipients of general
operating support) and to attend cultural events. It is very important for
Commissioners to be available and "seen" at these affairs so that we can
hear more first hand stories about the concerns of arts organizations.
Understanding the lay of the land helps us craft responsive solutions.

Specifically, this has focused on issues related to parking
minimums or the intersection of housing policy and climate policy, which |
have done so as part of my involvement with Urban Environmentalists,
such as a published white paper "Infill housing & land use as a tool to fight
climate change."

Thus, | would take it as an imperative to navigate
this space collaboratively, seeking out solutions that can both protect tree
canopies and promote multi modal transit options alongside new ideas in
land use planning that would minimize these prior concerns.

Certainly, there are many other areas of EAB I'd feel confident to advise on
as well but the intersection of housing and climate policy is a specific gap in
expertise I'd plan to fill.

I am, like many applicants I'm sure, passionate about the environment and
deeply concerned about how climate change, pollution, species extinctions,
and other anthropogenic impacts will alter our world, upending the lives of
humans and nonhumans alike. | also want to become more involved in my
community; as a grad student at CU, it is easy to devote most of my life to
my campus work, but | feel it is important to remain civically engaged and
to contribute to the well-being of others. What | think sets me apart,
however, is my wide-ranging experience and skill sets: | have engaged with
environmental issues as an activist, journalist, and academic researcher,
and have some training in and familiarity with both the scientific/technical
and ethical/political aspects of the problems. | want to bring

To expand on that experience: | am currently a PhD student in
environmental studies at CU Boulder, getting a certificate in environmental
justice. My coursework has spanned environmental law, environmental
conflict and decision-making, environmental philosophy, and political
theory. As an undergrad, while | majored in astrophysics, | used my math
and science skills to take upper-division classes in ecology, renewable
energy, environmental ethics and policy, and communicating climate
science. This latter went on to be my professional focus: | worked at a
political magazine called In These Times for several years after college,
primarily as an editor with special emphasis on our coverage of the climate
and environmental movement. My proudest achievement was conceiving
and putting together a special issue on climate change in spring 2019,
featuring a package from leading writers and advocates on how to get to
zero emissions in a just fashion, covering various sectors from energy to
agriculture as well as labor and international policy
(https://inthesetimes.com/article/climate-change-special-issue-green-new-d
eal-action). The issue not only went out to our tens of thousands of
subscribers, but was also distributed at events by the Sunrise Movement.
My work on this issue and for the magazine writ large allowed me to think
on and engage deeply with the range of potential climate solutions, and
learn the possibilities from a variety of brilliant writers.

After my time at the magazine, | worked as a freelance writer, editor, and
podcaster. | briefly helped edit materials for the climate think tank New
Consensus, interviewed dozens of environmental book authors for my
podcast, and wrote a series of articles on climate justice and long-distance
transportation. A few themes emerged as the primary focus of my writing:
animal agriculture, wildlife conservation, and transportation, all united by an
interest in how we as a society can move away from certain destructive
practices--meat, car dependency, frequent flying, etc.--while simultaneously
enriching human lives, deepening democracy, and making sure the biggest
burdens do not fall upon the poor and marginalized.

My current PhD research focuses on animal ethics, environmental political
theory, and law/policy, assessing both practical and idealistic steps toward
a just multispecies society. As part of that research I'll be looking at what

other municipalities and governments have done, with possible inspiration



for Boulder.

Lastly, | have had a foot in the advocacy world, beginning with my very first
protest against the Keystone XL oil pipeline outside the White House in
2014, as an undergrad. I've since been involved in other climate activism,
the animal rights movement, my campus workers union, and, to different
extents, many other issues. This gives me a familiarity with various
strategies for social change (some more successful than others), and I've
seen these in action in very different contexts: I've lived in the suburbs of
southern California, where my family has had to evacuate for fires; college
towns like Princeton, N.J., Berkeley, Calif., and Boulder; and big, diverse
cities like Chicago and Detroit.

Since moving to Boulder, I've been excited by the seriousness with which
the city seems to treat climate and environmental action, and think we have
a real opportunity to be a model for other cities across the world. | would be
beyond excited to play a role in making that happen.

To be honest, not much directly. | did attend a talk hosted by 350 Boulder
County and Climatique about the city Climate Action Plan, featuring
Jonathan Koehn and Taiysha Adams. It was listening to these two talk that
got me excited to try to become more involved in city climate policy, as it
seemed like there was a lot of energy behind the issue and that we had a
real opportunity to make a difference, both here and, through our example,
across the world. | also attended a playback theater event about the
Boulder Valley Comprehensive Plan, both to speak and to listen, as a way
of becoming more engaged in local affairs.

As far as this Board specifically, | did watch some video from last month's
environmental advisory board meeting and looked at agendas from prior
months, just to make sure that the board was covering issues where | feel |
have something to contribute; this only increased my interest, and | plan to
attend virtually next month. And of course, as a resident of Boulder who
lives, eats, uses energy, bikes, buses, etc. here, | am always engaged with
Boulder's environment and city services.

A few things:

1) While of course there are many people who work for Boulder and I'm
sure on the board with more experience and expertise than I, | hope to
bring my own background working in the climate solutions space to offer
helpful assessments, feedback, and input on the city's climate efforts,
encouraging the city to think about certain issues that may be difficult but
are nonetheless important, and making sure we are protecting workers and
marginalized communities while we do it.

2) | hope to be a diligent and informed participant in the board's activities,
making sure it functions smoothly and do my best not to miss anything
important.

3) I would love to deepen community input and democracy, perhaps
through representing student/university concerns, doing outreach/events
for community involvement, etc.

4) Lastly, but one of my dearest motivations for applying: At the Climate
Action Plan event | mentioned above, Taiysha Adams said something to

and the changing climate. They share this environment with us and | think
we would all be better off if we improved our relationships.

In so doing | have
become quite familiar with the diversity of plants and wildlife in the forests,
grasslands and landscapes in the system, seen examples of management
issues, forestry treatments, and the many ways that people like to use the
system for recreation. | have gone on a number of OSMP naturalist-led
hikes in the area to learn more about some of the unique natural features of
these open spaces, and am familiar with OSMP education/outreach
programs. From reading materials on the OSMP website and by using the
trails, it looks like there is a good system of zoning open spaces to help
minimize conflicts between recreational uses and ecological impacts.
However, in talking to people on the trails, looking at visitor surveys,
reports, and the master plan, and thinking about the increasing demand for
recreation in Boulder, | see why there is concern over recreational impacts
on the open space system. Boulder is uniquely situated with its large and
diverse open space system so that it is possible for some users to continue
to enjoy the thrill of experiencing and learning about wild nature (e.qg,.
watching eagles soar, fields of wildflowers bloom, and see a diversity of
wildlife) and still provide for a diversity of active recreational activities for
which Boulder is so well known. | am also familiar with the open space
agricultural program. When | was working in Larimer County on the open
space commission we consulted with Boulder on its ag program to help
develop our own program to acquire and manage agricultural open spaces.
| think Boulder County and OSMP have become real leaders in
demonstrating how these open space ag lands bring many benefits to our
community including not only helping maintain a local agricultural economy
and sources of local food, but also providing critical buffers from residential
development, and, in some cases complementing wildlife conservation and
recreational uses of surrounding landscapes.

I hope my service will contribute to wise decisions by the board on how to
best advise OSMP's professional staff on the management of these open
space lands as our population changes, and our stewardship challenges
increase with climate change. As a senior citizen, | can help the board
better appreciate the needs and perspectives of the many older residents
of our city. People 65 and older are one of the fastest growing
demographics in Boulder County, so | would like to help the board plan for
changes in recreation that may result from our population getting older.
Measures to make sure some open spaces are accessible for older
residents should also benefit families, people with disabilities, and other
demographics in the city. | should also be able to help the board by
providing my previous experience and training in city governance, public
engagement and natural resource conservation. For example, | may be
able to help the board provide leadership and vision in planning for the
inevitable impacts of climate change and the changing recreational needs
of the city. The large OSMP volunteer program here is quite impressive. |
see many opportunities to engage the public in new and different ways. |
am a big proponent of engaging the public in monitoring changes (citizen
science) on public lands both to help provide more information for
management but also to engage both students and adults in land
stewardship and increasing their overall appreciation of the open space
system and issues relating to its management. As an example, | was one of
the scientists that helped establish the national citizen science program
Budburst, which uses simple observations on plants made by middle or
high school students and adults to monitor climate change. Some social
issues like the use of parks or open space by homeless residents will
require looking at issues in a broader public safety-health-social-economic
and environmental perspective. This is something | am acutely aware of as
a downtown resident. Another important challenge and opportunity that |
may be able to help the board with is to make sure that open spaces are
attractive to and accessible to ethnic minorities and others that traditionally
have not used open spaces as much as other groups, and to be sensitive
to historical and cultural values of open space lands. | worked with tribal
groups while | lived in Alaska and Montana, and was also involved with a
project in Greeley where the Trust for Public Land was working with the city
and many partners in developing open spaces of particular value for the
Hispanic community. Key to this effort will be promoting outreach and
education programs to better engage these target groups of residents and
to involve them in the formative stages of open space planning as the
Department is doing with the Poor Farm/Fort Chambers property. The work
on this property includes great examples of novel ways in which OSMP is
promoting collaboration with new audiences, and promoting greater
appreciation of the history and culture of our area. | am really happy to see
projects like this being developed, and would look forward to supporting
additional ones as a board member.

My name is Hernan Villanueva, and | am an immigrant from Peru who
came to the U.S. on a full-tuition scholarship akin to the Fulbright, but for
undergraduates. | later earned my PhD in Mechanical Engineering from CU
Boulder and have called Boulder home for over a decade. Since 2021, |
have served on the Environmental Advisory Board (EAB), where | have
worked to improve climate resilience through code updates and foster
regional collaboration on sustainability efforts. My contributions include
providing direct feedback on Boulder's Energy Conservation Code updates
and, during my tenure as Chair of the EAB, founding the Front Range
Sustainability Council, a citizen-led group that now connects environmental
advisory boards across 13 (and counting!) jurisdictions. Additionally, | serve
on the Community Editorial Board for the Daily Camera, where | write
opinion pieces on local issues.

| want to serve on the Planning Board because | recognize that land use
decisions are central to shaping Boulder's future, affecting everything from
housing affordability to climate resilience. As a parent of two young children
(ages 3 and 6), | am particularly concerned about BVSD's declining
enrollment, which signals that families are finding it increasingly difficult to
remain in Boulder. The recent zoning reforms under Ordinance 8666
(Family-Friendly Vibrant Neighborhoods), which introduce greater housing
flexibility in districts like RMX-1, present a major opportunity to increase
housing diversity and improve affordability - but implementation details will
determine whether these reforms succeed in creating sustainable, inclusive
communities.

| personally live in a 15-minute neighborhood and love it. | have two
grocery stores within an 8-minute walk, as well as restaurants, coffee
shops, and postal services - all within walking distance. This type of
walkable development supports community well-being and makes daily life
more accessible. However, many families | know - including those in my
own daycare and school community - are choosing to leave Boulder
because they want more space than what's currently available at a
reasonable price. Rather than staying in small units within city limits, they
often opt to move to surrounding areas and commute to Boulder for work,
which in turn impacts school enrollment, community diversity, and
transportation patterns.

As we move toward increased housing flexibility, | believe thoughtful
incentives should be explored to ensure that new multi-unit housing options
actually meet the needs of families and long-term residents rather than
turning into exclusively small-unit rentals or speculative investments. From
my own experience and conversations within the Bear Creek Elementary
and daycare community, families often prefer townhouses or aesthetically
detached units over traditional duplexes/triplexes due to space
considerations, multi-floor layouts, and privacy concerns.

Nothing too NIMBY - | strongly support redevelopment - but | want to
explore how Council and the Planning Board can help incentivize diverse



housing solutions. For example, when a single-family home is redeveloped
into two or more units, can we prioritize family-friendly designs that ensure
our school system remains strong? | want to work with stakeholders to
develop practical solutions that balance housing supply with community
needs, making Boulder a place where families can thrive without feeling
pressured to leave.

Beyond housing, | want to bring a sustainability perspective to the board,
leveraging my expertise from the EAB. Boulder's increasing density must
be aligned with environmental resilience. Simple, cost-effective strategies -
such as high-reflectance roofing materials, and preserving mature tree
canopies - can help balance density with environmental goals.

| have direct experience with Boulder's multiple codes, working on updates
that balance, for example, wildfire resilience with sustainability goals.
These experiences will help me contribute meaningfully to Planning Board
discussions on how zoning and land use policies can support climate
adaptation strategies.

My technical background, governance experience, and understanding of
these issues make me well-equipped to serve Boulder as a Planning Board
member.

While | have not served on Planning Board, | have closely followed its
meetings and policy discussions, including those on Ordinance 8666 and
the Boulder Valley Comprehensive Plan (BVCP) Major Update. My role on
the Environmental Advisory Board has given me significant exposure to
land use and sustainability-related planning issues. | worked on Boulder's
Energy Conservation Code updates, ensuring that new development aligns
with climate resilience goals, and helped establish the Front Range
Sustainability Council, a cross-jurisdictional group focused on policy
knowledge-sharing.

Additionally, | work in large teams and serve as Principal Investigator for
multi-million dollar projects in my profession. These roles have taught me
how to balance different viewpoints, make data-driven decisions, and
manage complex stakeholder relationships - skills | can bring to the
Planning Board.

Furthermore, my experience on the EAB has given me a deep appreciation
for the work that City Staff do and an understanding of how much effort
goes into their policy recommendations. It has also taught me about the
inner workings of city government, meaning my learning curve for Planning
Board would not be as steep.

Lastly, | am also a business owner. In addition to my full-time job, |
frequently assist my wife with our online business, which has given me
experience handling customer service emails and managing operations.
This has strengthened my ability to listen to feedback, implement quick
solutions, and communicate effectively - skills that will prove useful on the
Planning Board.



3. If appointed, what do you hope to
achieve through your service on this
board/commission??

If appointed to the Planning Board, | hope to contribute to balanced,
forward-thinking land use decisions that enhance housing diversity,
sustainability, and community livability. My primary focus areas would
include:

1. Exploring Housing Solutions that Support Families and Long-Term
Residents:

- Many families who leave Boulder do so primarily due to cost, but also
because of the limited space available for their budget. For families with
young children, detached homes or townhouses are often the preferred
choice - even if it means a longer commute. If we want to stabilize BVSD
enroliment and reduce the number of families leaving Boulder, we should
explore policies that encourage a mix of housing options - including
townhouses and multi-bedroom units - while ensuring redevelopment
remains feasible.

- While | support the goals of Ordinance 8666, | want to ensure its
implementation leads to a mix of housing solutions that benefit families and
long-term residents, rather than becoming predominantly small-unit rental
stock or investment properties. There is a fine line between overregulation,
which could deter redevelopment, and excessive flexibility, which may fail
to create meaningful housing solutions for families.

- Tools like deed restrictions or incentive programs can help ensure a
healthy balance between affordability, density, and livability. One potential
approach is incentivizing family-friendly unit designs, such as
multi-bedroom configurations and ownership opportunities in appropriate
zoning districts. My goal is to help strike the right balance so that
redevelopment under Ordinance 8666 supports Boulder's housing needs,
BVSD enrollment stability, and neighborhood diversity - while remaining
equitable for residents and feasible for builders.

2. Advancing Sustainable Land Use Policies:

Integrating climate resilience measures with land use planning, including:
- High-reflectance roofing materials (mitigating heat gain)

- Tree preservation and street greenspaces (maintaining natural cooling
effects, e.g. Cool Boulder).

- Developing resilience strategies for Planning Board implementation

3. Supporting Thoughtful Zoning Adjustments:

The RMX-1 reforms reduce minimum lot sizes per dwelling unit, making it
easier to replace single-family homes with multi-unit housing. | support this
shift as a way to expand much-needed housing options, but | also believe
that thoughtful design considerations can help ensure new development
integrates well with surrounding neighborhoods.

Boulder's neighborhoods have evolved over different eras, with unique
architectural styles, materials, and lot configurations. Encouraging new
housing that respects the existing scale and rhythm of a neighborhood -
while still allowing for increased density - can help ensure redevelopment
enhances rather than disrupts community cohesion.



Simple, flexible design guidelines - such as using complementary materials
and ensuring appropriate massing - can make new housing a seamless
part of the neighborhood fabric, helping redevelopment build on Boulder's
character while meeting the city's housing needs.

4. Bridging Sustainability and Planning Policy

Boulder's climate goals and land use policies must work in tandem,
especially as the city embraces increased housing density. If appointed to
the Planning Board, | want to ensure that zoning decisions and
development policies align with sustainability objectives outlined in the
Boulder Valley Comprehensive Plan (BVCP). This includes:

- Mitigating urban heat island effects through tree preservation, permeable
pavement, and energy-efficient building materials.

- Integrating green infrastructure into new developments to enhance
resilience and reduce environmental impact.

- Exploring stormwater management solutions to balance growth with
sustainability.

5. Advocating for Community Input & Data-Driven Decision Making:

Land use policies shape Boulder's long-term future, so it is critical that a
diverse range of voices - particularly middle-income families - are part of
the decision-making process. Many parents of school-aged children, who
are essential to BVSD's stability, face time constraints that prevent them
from engaging in public forums. Enrollment trends suggest that many of
these families are choosing to move outside of Boulder due to housing
constraints.

As a busy parent, | want to ensure Planning Board decisions reflect the
needs of working families - not just those with the flexibility to participate in
city processes. We should explore ways to make engagement more
accessible, using data-driven approaches to better understand and address
community needs.

Overall, | see the Planning Board as a critical lever for shaping Boulder's
future, and | am eager to bring my technical expertise, sustainability
knowledge, and community perspective to its work.

One key barrier to entry for folks wondering if they belong in parks is the
lack of publicly accessible gear. A basketball court is just a blacktop without
a basketball -- but with a basketball on site, suddenly the blacktop is
transformed into a game that can accommodate 10 people. The feeling of
walking by a basketball court and seeing a basketball next to the basket is
euphoric -- it means that anyone, regardless of if they own a basketball or
not, can now shoot hoops.

This is true for the fields and various other kinds of courts as well. To
improve accessibility at our parks and recreation centers, | think it's
imperative to have some gear on site. Having a few frisbees and soccer
balls at the field, tennis balls at the tennis courts etc. would radically shift
the narrative of who can use these spaces and how accessible they
actually are. This gear could be used gear donated by Boulder residents,
and dropped off and collected at the beginning / end of each day by
volunteers (I'd happily do it), or locked in a small shed overnight on-site. It
might be an ambitious project, but | really do think this would go a long way
to making parks feel more accessible to the public.

| wish to bring my knowledge and experience to the Transportation
Advisory Board in Boulder to help influence positive change in my
community, which inevitably has broader regional, national, and global
influence. Urban mobility has the capability to change our climate
outcomes, our physical and mental health, and community connection. | am
passionate about decarbonizing urban mobility at a local level, and have
the experience to effectively bring mine and my community's perspectives
to the table to support the City of Boulder's efforts to do so. Last year, |
completed my Masters degree in Global Energy Transition in Governance
with a thesis entitled "Citizen Centered Decarbonization of Urban Mobility:
A Comparative Analysis of Tallinn and Skopje". In it, | developed a
citizen-level analysis of transportation policy and implementation through
the use of interviews and on-site observations, working to understand what
citizens want and need, and how the local governments of each city were
and weren't achieving these goals. | also took into account history, national
level policies, and European policies to understand how the situation came
to be. In my thesis defense, in order to prove replicability of this analysis
method, | inserted Boulder (nearly my hometown; | grew up in Superior and
went to CU) into my method and conducted an analysis of federal, state,
and local policies, as well as implementation, in the urban mobility system.
While | found very many positives, especially compared to the rest of
Colorado and the rest of the US, there is a lot more we can do to
encourage the use of public transport, bikes, and walking at a local level.

In
addition to my educational experience, | also bring work and government
experience which enhances my effectiveness in this arena. When | was in
high school, | was a part of the Superior Youth Leadership Board, and our
main job was to provide the youth voice to the Town Board on decisions
which impacted us directly, or on which youth were largely affected.

These risks threaten human health and safety, our
ecosystems, and our built environment including our homes and
infrastructure. We could have a repeat of the drought of 2002 and the flood
of 2013 but with higher temperatures and an enhanced hydrologic cycle in
the future, we should plan for these events to be even more extreme than
what we experienced in recent years.

| believe in applying sound science which | define to mean science that is
supported by theory, observations, and modeling to help Council and the
public to understand what risks are probable (i.e., more likely to happen)
and what risks are possible (i.e., risks that may be less likely to occur, but
because of the high consequences associated with them deserve
consideration in policy making).
